It is when you are motivated from within that you will have a greater impact on others than any other time. And that’s where I can help you …

I’m Linda Olson and while you may not have heard of me, in the last 35 years I’ve helped thousands of people make changes that have impacted the rest of their life. I have worked with college students, professionals, entrepreneurs, families, volunteers, and in ministry make lasting changes.  

What’s important is that you realize that I’m an ordinary person, I’m not any more important than you … but I know an extraordinary God. 

In fact, I grew up in a farming community in mid-west Canada, just outside a little town called Winnipegosis, Manitoba. Most people think it’s a disease. I can assure you the town is not contagious, but my message may be. I went to a one-room country school with 30 students in eight grades (the same school my Dad attended). Transitioning into High School was difficult and I didn’t’ know if I would ever be able to handle college work.

One of my first summer jobs was a maid at a Holiday Inn. One day, after I had made the bed just so, carefully tucking in the corners of the sheet and polishing the bathroom I remember thinking, “I wonder if I would ever be able to afford to stay in a nice hotel where someone would make my bed and clean my bathroom?” That’s as far as my dreams would take me. I grew up learning to survive but never knew what it was like to thrive. 

In college, I saw so many talented students who were truly enjoying life. They had dreams and aspirations while I was hoping to pass my next test. Something deep within let me know I was made for something more. 

It was at that point that I began looking beyond what I needed to do to get through my day to what life could be like. During my freshman year I had to take a communications class that meant giving a few short speeches. I did everything I could to get out of taking the class but nothing worked. I was terrified and honestly didn’t know how I would make it through my speech. When the President of the college who taught the class gave the evaluations he said everyone spoke too fast except for me. (Little did he know my mouth was so dry, I could not spit out my words any faster.) Never would I have dreamed that today one of the most exciting things for me is speaking in front of a group to inspire and equip my audience. 

Within a few years, opportunities opened up beyond my wildest dreams and I had never been so fulfilled. After college, I decided to do a year internship for a Big & Little Sister program working with troubled teens that were in a placement facility. A month later I was invited to be the Director of this program, the largest one in Canada. This meant co-coordinating 75 volunteers working on a one-on-one, developing a program including fun activities for the girls and directing summer camps on an Island. Three of the eight days at camp I would guide the girls on a canoe trip going from Island to Island teaching basic survival skills. I was only 21 years old. 

A year later I was given the opportunity to be Dean of Women at a Christian college on the West Coast of Canada. Because I poured myself into building relationships with the students attending every sport event as well as dorm parties, it was no surprise that many of the students didn’t know I was on staff until halfway through their first year. I could hardly believe I was getting paid to have so much fun.

My graduate studies took me to Southern California, not far from the ocean. (Not bad for a farm girl from mid-west Canada!) I took a leave of absence from my job to get a Masters in Counseling. Due to an insufficient grade point average I was accepted on probation. The Director told me I would have to work. If there was one thing my parents taught me on the farm, it was to work. I was not afraid of work. What I was unprepared for was facing two of the most difficult years of my life. Almost everything that could have gone wrong, went wrong. Half-way through the program, the program was dissolved, my student visa was reduced to a 1 1/2 years, I was unable to get a work visa, and my bank account was depleted. Because God had miraculously opened the doors for me to be a part of this program, I believed He would see me through. The good news was that for the first time in my life I enjoyed my studies. Then, much to my surprise, two years later I graduated with not only a Masters in Marriage & Family Therapy but also a Master’s in Christian Education, high honors, and met the man of my dreams. I wanted to scream and shout and tell the whole world because it was something only God could do. I was married that summer in Canada and we decided to make our home in southern California. God’s blessing was far beyond my wildest dreams. 

Has my life always gone smoothly? No, it wouldn’t be life if it had. I have gone through some very difficult and trying years, but never forgot the God who brought me to where I am today. 

So, you may say, that was more than twenty-seven years ago. What about now? I’m glad you asked. I have learned more in 2009 about positioning myself than I have my entire life. In the fall of 2008, the company I worked for filed organizational bankruptcy. My income dropped significantly, and my expenses increased. (I’m sure I don’t need to remind you about 2009). I had just written my new book, Exceeding your Expectations, and was part of a marketing program that I expected would allow me to sell the book quickly and make-up for the loss of income. That didn’t happen. 

What did happen was once again beyond my wildest dreams. Although I just worked my 19-year business part-time, I received two of the top leadership awards as well as the top Incentive Trip to Dublin, Ireland. While I was in Dublin, I received another award at our closing dinner. A week after returning home I got a call letting me know I was a winner in the contest for the marketing program. More important than all the awards was the revelation God gave me. He was developing a stronger, more secure, and confident person in Him, positioning me for what lay ahead.

Were the awards just about timing? No, they weren’t. I was in position. Because I learned some key things as a young child, struggling college student, and throughout my adult life, I’ve had doors open up for me bigger than I could ever dreamed possible. It wasn’t until I discovered the key to opening the doors to promise, power, and possibilities, that I realized anyone who is willing to follow these concepts and principles could also experience a much greater fulfillment. 

After thirty-five years of leadership, things working at times, and not at other times, I have discovered the secret to a much greater fulfillment. In fact, this works so well some of the women and leaders I have mentored have seen results within a short time after applying these principles. 

There is greater fulfillment in helping someone than what money can buy.

Jack Canfield, co-author of Chicken Soup for the Soul, shares a story of when he picked up a wealthy businessman from the airport, who had exceeded financially far beyond what he could imagine. He could have anything money could buy. Jack asked him what his most fulfilling moment in life was. Without hesitation, he said, with all the money I’ve made and all the things I have ever done, I will never forget my trip to Africa. As I gathered around the starving children, a little boy put his hand on my face and gently turned it to face him. I asked him what he was doing. The little boy replied, “I want to remember your face when I get to heaven.”

Made for Something More is the overall theme of what I teach. Under that theme and the name of my book is a program called Exceeding your Expectations which I am taking to women’s groups, churches, and other organizations. The program I am offering you is called Increasing your Capacity, Positioning Yourself for God’s Best. These principles, concepts, and tools I will be teaching are just as applicable in a non-profit setting with volunteers as in a business setting or with leaders where I have used them for 20 years. 

I had been a fulltime Women’s Ministry Director for four years at a particular church when I knew God was moving me on. My team and I planned a full evening of fun, games, music, sparkle, food, worship, and special focus on the Word. It was my desire at every meeting to get as many leaders and their teams participating as I could. This one was not any different. After the meeting I will never forget how one lady grabbed me while we were cleaning up and sobbed deeply. She said, “In fifteen years, I never dreamt I would be given an opportunity to decorate the tables in this kind of setting. Aren’t they beautiful?” They were beautiful! And even more beautiful than the tables was the humble heart that excelled to a new level with a little love. 

The next morning, the lady I asked to speak, appeared at my front door. She was ecstatic. “Do you know that in nineteen years, I have never been given an opportunity to speak?” The tears surfaced as she humbly said, “I just want to say thank-you.” This same lady signed up for speaker training and has been speaking at events all over southern California since that time.

On another occasion she sent me a card that said, “Through the Made for Something More classes, Linda patiently helps people unload their baggage – points with faith and confidence in the direction of hope and assures them that the road they are on leads to somewhere. Somewhere significant, somewhere full of purpose, and opportunities. Then she smiles, squeezes their hand and says, ‘I know, I was broken down on this road once too.’ She is such a great inspiration!”

A few months earlier as my husband and I were visiting the historic sites of Philadelphia, God revealed to us the scripture imprinted on the Liberty Bell. It wasn’t until I did some research that I was able to discern the exact reference. It was,  

Lev. 25:10, “And you shall consecrate the fiftieth year, and proclaim liberty throughout all the land to all its inhabitants.”
I didn’t understand what all that meant or how it applied, but I knew I would celebrate. 

Several months later I received some of the special awards I mentioned earlier. It was through this God revealed that He had “prepared a table before me in the presence of my enemies” and took me to Dublin, Ireland to celebrate and bring closure to a thirteen-year battle when I was wrongfully treated. He also unfolded before me the entire 23rd Psalm and I have it all in photographs. This Psalm has become very personal and precious to me. What God did was far beyond my wildest dreams and something only He could do.

It brought healing, breakthrough, deeper peace, greater joy, increased strength, and recovery of all that was stolen. That is what He has for you.
